Purpose and use of The Corporate Finance Network Investors’ Register

This register is for use by our member accountancy firms for them to record their clients’ and contacts’ preferences and interest in non-regulated investments.  All information will remain confidential within the control of the member firm and will not be disclosed to any other third party. 

The information will then be coded to ensure anonymity, and then placed on a register which will be circulated to all the member firms of The Corporate Finance Network on a regular basis.  All member firms can use this register to look for appropriate matches for any opportunities for which they are seeking finance or investors.  Contact will not be made directly with the individual investor, but initial contact will be made via the member firm that has placed the individual on the register.
The Corporate Finance Network cannot advise on the merits or risks of investment and is not authorised to arrange transactions or circulate offer documents under the Financial Services and Markets Act 2000.
Fees
There is no fee for being included on the Investors Register, nor for our introducing acquisition/investment opportunities.  If the member firm is appointed to act on your behalf in reviewing such opportunities or assisting in negotiations etc., or if they are appointed to act on behalf of the company seeking investment, they will not charge you an introduction fee.  A formal letter of engagement will be raised at this time and fees will be charged in accordance with normal accounting practice based on the time occupied on the work.  
In all other cases a fee of 1% of consideration is payable to the member firm on any acquisition/investment which is made following an introduction from the member firm, subject to a minimum charge of £1,000. Whilst they endeavor to only introduce appropriate opportunities to you, it is assumed that before making any investment you will carry out whatever due diligence you consider necessary.  No reliance can be placed by yourself on any work which the member firm may have carried out unless specifically instructed by you.  Figures quoted exclude VAT.

· You are currently, or have been in the two years prior to the certification date, a director of a company with an annual turnover of at least £1 million.
